SUB-LETTING OF MANDALA HOMESITES — A GUIDE TO RENTERS of Mandala homesites

PROCEDURES AND RULES for licensees who sub-let and their tenants — as approved by the Management Committee at its meeting on the 26th September 2009.

INTRODUCTION

Clause 13.1 of the Company’s Licence to Occupy states inter alia:

The Licensee shall not sublet without the consent in writing of the Company. (The Management Committee)

This means the Management Committee may grant, refuse or withdraw such consent.

It follows that:

(a) A licensee who sub-lets without consent or continues to sublet in the event of withdrawal of consent will be in breach of their Licence to Occupy.

(b) A licensee or sub-tenant’s failure to follow any of the following Rental Procedures and Rules will be grounds for the Management Committee to refuse or withdraw consent to a sub-letting arrangement. The Management Committee may also refuse or withdraw consent and give no reason.

(c) The licensee must abort or terminate a sub-tenancy if the Management Committee refuses or withdraws its consent to the tenancy arrangement. Failure to do so will place the licensee in breach of the terms of the Licence to Occupy. 

RENTAL PROCEDURES AND RULES

The licensee must provide the Company with a copy of any sub-tenancy agreement before it will give consent to a sub-letting.

The Company will not allow the inclusion of a fixed term in any sub-tenancy arrangement.

Licensees who wish to sublet (whether rent is to be paid or not) must, before the Company will give consent, satisfy the Management Committee that they have given fully informed their proposed sub-tenant of the conditions imposed by the Company on their sub-tenancy. These conditions include:

· The sub-tenant must follow these procedures and rules.  

· The sub-tenant must obey the terms of the Licence to Occupy.

· The sub-tenant must obey the Company By-laws. 

· The sub-tenant must have a water roster and know whom to contact about water system usage or problems, know the Company’s current fire protection system and have the necessary contact numbers.

· The Company will not allow sub-tenants access to any Company machinery, nor to the operating equipment of the property’s main water system.

· The Management Committee may restrict a sub-tenant’s access to parts of its property’s common areas.

· The Company accepts no responsibility for the maintenance of a sub-let house or homesite. 

The Company at its discretion may agree that a licensee with an overdue account might arrange for the sub-tenant to pay rent direct to the Company until the account is brought up to date.
